As individuals we will be thinking about our relationships - with ourselves and with others.  We will come together as a class for bookends of the lesson but the main sessions will be taught in year groups.  We will also be ‘celebrating our differences’ and learning about how we are all unique and special in our own ways.
As Geographers, we will continue to identify daily weather patterns in the United Kingdom as well as seasonal changes and weather patterns.  We will also be learning about hot and cold areas of the world in relation to the Equator and the North and South Poles and how the climate affects vegetation and animals in places around the world.
As artists and designers we are going to be doing gestural drawing with charcoal and looking at various techniques and ways to create dramatic drawings.  We will also be looking at and designing freestanding structures.

 

Or looking at different ways in which artists have depicted the human form (Picasso)
As scientists, we will be learning about living things and their habitats.  We will be considering the life proceses shared by all living things, giving examples of how animals use their habitat for food and shelter.  We will also be classifying objects into whether they are alive, have never been alive and were once alive
As musicians, we are going to be using Charanga to prepare for our Christmas celebrations by exploring our nativity and carol service songs.
As mathematicians, we are going to be developing our mastery approach to maths with a focus on:
Year 2:
· Addition and Subtraction 
· Shape.

Year 3 Number:
· addition and subtraction
· multiplication and division
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As sportsmen and women we will be exploring a range of different dance elements and thinking about movement and use of space during our indoor PE lessons.  We will also be using the forest school area during our outdoor PE sessions and learning more about fire safety and team building skills.
Our class’ value that we are going to focus on this term is:
Resillience
In computing, we will be learning about Creating media - Stop-frame animation. We will use a range of techniques to create a stop-frame animation using tablets. We will apply those skills to create a story-based animation. We will also learn to add other types of media to our animation, such as music and text.
In RE, we with further our understanding of the Christian faith by exploring the questions:
‘Why do Christians believe God gave Jesus to the world?’ (Y2)
‘Has Christmas lost its true meaning?’ (Y3)
As Historians, we will continue to learn about houses through time.   We will be looking at how houses have changed in their appearance and building materials over time, recognising the differences between old and new houses in Brize Norton and knowing how kitchens and appliances have changed since the Victorians.
As authors, we are going to develop grammar, punctuation and spelling by exploring a range of high-quality texts with rich vocabulary and a selection of poems.  We will begin by planning and writing a diary entry based on the novel My Name is not reugee  by Kate Milner.
As readers, we will continue to enjoy reading Ross Welford’s novel The Dog who saved the World as well as developing our reading comprehension skills when exploring different text types.
