In computing, we will be learning about Branching Databases.  We will develop our understanding of what a branching database is and how to create one. We will use yes/no questions to gain an understanding of what attributes are and how to use them to sort groups of objects. To conclude the unit, we will create an identification tool using a branching database, which we will test by using it. We will also consider real-world applications for branching databases.
In RE, we with further our understanding of the Christian faith by exploring the questions:
‘How important is it for Christians that Jesus came back to life after the crucifixion?’ (Y2)
‘What is ‘good’ about Good Friday?’ (Y3)
As mathematicians, we are going to be developing our mastery approach to maths with a focus on:
Year 2: Measurement.
· Length and Height 
· Mass, capacity and temperature

Year 3 Number and measurement.
· Number: Fractions A 
· Measurement: Mass and Capacity

As scientists, we will be learning about comparing animals.  This will include a variety of common animals (including fish, amphibians, reptiles, birds and mammals). The main body parts of common animals (arms, legs, wings, tails, fins, head, trunk, horns, tusks and shell) and what are carnivores, herbivores and omnivores
As artists and designers we are going to be looking at Surface and Colour through the mediums of cloth, thread and paint.  We will also be exploring food in D&T and thinking about how to prepare pizzas and what combinationsof toppings we can use.

 

Or looking at different ways in which artists have depicted the human form (Picasso)
As Geographers, we will be focusing the seven continents and five oceans on where in the world famous explorers travelled. This will include identifying the continents on a map, comparing with the location of the UK, knowing what routes Christopher Columbus and Zheng travelled across the world map and how our oceans are becoming polluted and what we can do to help save them.

As Historians, we will learn about how James Cook and Christopher Columbus compare. This will involve researching where Christopher Columbus and James Cook were born and how long ago that was, ordering the key events in their lives, knowing where they travelled and what they found there and how they explored the world.
As authors, we are going to develop grammar, punctuation and spelling by exploring a range of high-quality texts with rich vocabulary and a selection of poems.  We will begin by looking at a Legends, particularly King Arthur and the Knights of the Round Table as well as some poetry from Opening Doors.
As readers, we will continue reading The Boy who Lived with Dragons by Andy Shepherd as well as developing our reading comprehension skills when exploring different text types.
